County Animal Services provided 
2,574 bags of food to 379 
families.

5,287 pets received vital 
services, food and supplies at our 
biannual Healthy Pets events in 
Fulton and DeKalb counties. 

3,035 community cats were part 
of our trap-neuter-return efforts.

OuR CoMmUnItY

11,967 surgeries were 
performed for pets cared for in our 
shelters.

9,792 surgeries were performed 
for community pets.

2,383 surgeries were performed 
for free through our SNIP and 
Healthy Pets initiatives.



Over 46,600 animals were cared 
for by LifeLine Animal Project, the 
largest animal welfare nonprofit in 
the state of Georgia.

LifeLine is the largest provider 
of affordable spay/neuter 
services in Georgia.

We support one of the largest foster 
programs in the country. Over 50% 
of our adoptable pets are living in 
foster homes instead of the shelter!

92 cents of every dollar 
donated to LifeLine supported 
animal care programs.

In 2025, we saved more than 
19,000 animals.
