With rent moratoriums lifting and many people still struggling, we expanded our support to people and their pets
through initiatives like our Safety Net Fostering program and through our Community Support teams.

In 2021, our shelters returned to full capacity for the first time in over a year. It was a challenging summer with animal
transports to rescues down by 51.6% (due to COVID restrictions), industry-wide staff shortages and almost 60 animals
arriving daily. However, thanks to dedicated staff, volunteers and communities, we still reached no-kill save rates
throughout the year. But it wasn't easy.
